Title: The Crisis as Test of Church’s Unity.

Abstract: The article analyses the issue of the unity of the Church through the
lens of crisis. Crisis is defined as circumstances that contain both a problem
and an opportunity. In particular, the crisis caused by pandemic challenges
the traditional Ukrainian Baptist understanding of unity in sheer pragmatic
terms — as accumulation of resources, help rendered by the strong to the
weak and use of combined efforts to reach certain assignments. The article
proposes to treat the issue of unity as that is rooted in the being of the triune
God in whom the church participates through the presence of Christ among
the gathered covenant community. Such unity presupposes visible expressions
in the form of the union of churches. The traditional notion of autonomy
that gravitates towards self-isolation from other churches is criticised and,
instead, the stress is on submission to Christ’s rule together with other com-
munities of faith.
