Abstract. This article is devoted to the ever-relevant topic of becoming
a leader, using Nehemiah as an example of a man who helped Jerusalem
and Judea to begin to heal after deep decline and humiliation. What was
the path of Nehemiah’s transformation from a successful servant close to
the king in prosperous Susa to a reformer who perceived the pain of his
compatriots as his own and began to solve steadfastly and purposefully the
systemic problems of his native land? The article attempts to answer this
question. The author draws attention to the different stages that Nehe-
miah had gone through before he became the restorer of Jerusalem’s walls.
